Membership Policy          






      2010 edition
Membership shall last for twelve months from payment of first subscription date (with the exception of temporary membership). All membership categories associated with an ordinary membership shall be coincident with that ordinary membership.

Categories of Membership are:

A)
Ordinary member

Applications for ordinary membership of the club shall be submitted to the committee, normally by the membership secretary.  Applicants are classed as provisional members at this time. Applications must be made by individuals in their own correct name and signed by the candidate personally. The application is to be accompanied by appropriate subscription fee, which will be returned if the application is rejected. The election of candidates is at the discretion of the committee. Successful candidates will become “ordinary members”. Ordinary members may vote at general meetings of the club and may participate in club events.

B)
Associate Member

An associate member is either: 
1) The spouse/partner of an ordinary member or

2) Accepted by the committee as a special exception
Associate members may participate (including driving) in club events and club public driving days. They have no voting rights. They will normally receive no official correspondence.

C)
Social Member

Social members may attend club meetings and participate in club events as passengers. They have no voting rights. They will normally receive no official correspondence.

D)
Junior Member

A junior member is between the age of 8 years and 17 years old, and either:  
1) The child of an ordinary or associate member being their parent or guardian 
2) Accepted by the committee as a special exception.  
Junior members may participate in TYRO events as drivers. This is subject to the minimum age limitation of 13 years  in the Club’s, the ALRC’s and/or the MSA’s regulations and SR’s.  They have no voting rights.  They will normally receive no official correspondence.

E)   Honorary Member

At the absolute discretion of the committee, a member may be elected and remain an Honorary member and be exempt from payment of annual subscription for as long as the committee may decide. Honorary members may participate in registered competitive club events with the written permission of the MSA, but will have no voting rights.

F)    Driveround Member
A Driveround member may participate only in promotional driveround days as club members. They are not permitted to participate in competition events or greenlaning days as drivers or passengers. They have no voting rights and will receive no official correspondence. They will receive a copy of the club magazine. On expiry of their membership (after one year), they will be offered membership to the club as an Ordinary Member. Renewal of Driveround membership can only take place at a Driveround event where the applicant also pays the required fee to participate in the Driveround event.
